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Circa 1636, Lutheran minister Martin Rinkart penned the words that were joined with music to 

become Nun Danket , later translated by Catherine Winkworth, and commonly known to us as the 

great hymn ñNow Thank We All Our Godò, the first verse of which reads as follows: 

  Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices, 

  Who wondrous things has done, in Whom this world rejoicesé 

    And so with those words we say with vigor that yes it is that time of year again! Summer has 

left us behind, we have moved (for the most part) beyond the Harvest Festivals of the month of 

October on into the crisp month of November, when we pause, with just a little more emphasis, to 

ponder our blessings, and give organized thanks to the Heavenly Father above for each and every 

one he has given us.
